The Slaughter family and descendants had a major impact in the regional development of ranching, community growth, and civic and social advancements. Both C.C. Slaughter and his brother John founded historic ranches in the region. C.C. Slaughter's Lazy S Ranch, founded in 1898, covered more than 250,000 acres in Cochran and Hockley counties in the rich grassland of the Llano Estacado (Southern High Plains). John Slaughter's U-Lazy-S Ranch founded in 1901, also was expansive at more than 125,000 acres, spanning part of the southern edge of the Llano Estacado through the Caprock breaks into the western Rolling Plains. Home was at headquarters on the ranch, south of Post.

ACROSS TIME AND TERRITORY:  THE NRHC STORY
“Across Time and Territory: the National Ranching Heritage Center Story," is a permanent exhibit covering the walls of the Don and Kay Cash Reception Hall. Material in the exhibition is present in a mural form with 3-D enhancements. Also in this area are two touch-screen monitors featuring attractive photographs of the structures in the historical park, presented in a virtual tour format, along with educational information about each building, available in both English and Spanish suitable for adults and children.


FRONTIER AMERICANA:  A SELECTION FROM THE RED AND CHARLINE McCOMBS COLLECTION
Through September 8, 2012

The premiere exhibition of the Red McCombs Mail Gallery is "Frontier Americana: A Selection from the Red and Charline McCombs." The exhibit features scores of artifacts from Red McCombs' vast collection including one of his Gatling guns and a canon captured during the Mexican-American War. Other objects include a small sample of his vast collection of Native American materials including many different types of tomahawks. Other features include some prized items from Red's enormous firearms collection, many rare documents and some fine examples of Western saddles.  There are scores of weapons ranging from tiny pinfire revolvers to a Gatling gun.

SELECTIONS FROM THE JOE FLORES WESTERN COLLECTION 
Through March 10, 2012

Joe Flores’ (Stratford, Texas) heart and roots are in ranching and he maintains a cattle ranch in the Texas Panhandle. Flores has many interests, but he truly enjoys collecting Western memorabilia, primarily spurs and bits, which he often trades and sells to other collectors. The exhibit features a diverse and captivating sample of Joe's spur and bit collection as well as some personal items.

PORTRAIT GALLERY:  FACES OF THE NRHC BY PAUL MILOSEVICH
Paul Milosevich is an accomplished artist, some say one of the best at portrait painting. He enjoys portraits because of the time that goes into creating one. "A painted portrait takes hours to do. And if it's done from the person actually sitting there, it's three to 10 hours of the artist’s life that was spent creating that portrait. Add the physical properties of paint, plus everything that the artist brings into it, and also what kind of responses the subject triggered in the artist. Sometimes you can look at a painted portrait and sense the hours that went by." This exhibit features portraits of some of the people who have guided and shaped the NRHC.

UNWANTED VISITOR:  PORTRAIT OF A WILDFIRE BY HERB WILLIAMS 

Through February 2012

Unwanted Visitor: Portrait of Wildfire is an outdoor art installation, which opened October 7, 2011, which educates the public as to the causes of wildfire both environmental and human; its effect on the surrounding environment including plants and animals; fire prevention and the purpose of prescribed burning. 

Internationally known sculptor Herb Williams of Nashville, TN, designed, created and installed 5 freestanding, three-dimensional sculptures of wildfire using the media of Crayola crayons for the National Ranching Heritage Center. Because each sculpture is made of wax, they are melting and changing shape in the unpredictable outdoor conditions. Moreover, each piece of art will continue to be altered by blowing wind and dry conditions such as those that affect the intensity and duration of real wildfire. The colorful crayons provide a striking contrast to the dry, brown landscape and are reminiscent of an actual wildfire and its destructive aftermath. 

This new type of exhibition for the National Ranching Heritage Center is raising awareness in a unique way of an environmental ranching concern and has already garnered much national and international attention.
